RULES FOR EXHIBITORS: 

1. Entries are only accepted on Showman.App no late than April 15th.  Follow the “Enter Here” Link on the Poultry Webpage. 
2. Please enter showmanship if you wish to enter the Showing and Fitting Contest on Saturday. 
3. Entry fees shall be $2.00 for single birds and the Poster Contest is $2.00 per entry (one poster per exhibitor). YOU MUST 

ENTER A LIVE EXHIBIT TO BE ELIGIBLE FOR POSTER CONTEST. 
4. The Poultry Building will be open to receive entries between 6 and 9 pm Friday night. All poultry exhibits and posters must 

be in the building Saturday morning by 9 am. 
5. All exhibits will be released between 5 and 7 pm on Sunday 

6. ALL birds should be banded with the band number indicated on the entry form. 
7. The Superintendent shall have the right to refuse entry to the showroom or to remove any diseased or unsightly birds. 

Birds with lice or mites cannot be permitted into the showroom. 
8. The Spring Youth Fair or its affiliates will not be responsible for loss, theft or damage of any exhibit, although special care 

will be taken to protect birds. 
9. All animals pens need to be cleaned and ready for when fair opens.  Animals will be fed & 

watered by supervisors. There will be no charge for feed or care of the birds. (Please do not 
hesitate to feed and water your own birds.) 

10. Any pertinent matters not provided for in the RULES AND REGULATIONS of this show shall be referred to the Spring 
Youth Fair office.
